Abstract

This essay is a graduation project for a B.Ed. examination at the Teacher Training
Department of the University of Akureyri. It deals with schools with few pupils and
parents’ cooperation. An attempt is made to answer the question how practical small
schools are and what part parental cooperation can play in them. This is based on how
such schools operate according to the Comprehensive Schools Curriculum in order to
put to work the plans they are supposed to apply. Primary Schools with few pupils are
a fact and therefore it is important that they can function and practise their official
duties towards both pupils and parents.

The operation of those schools is in fact rather expensive because of their meagre size
and are more often than not the heaviest part of the expenditure budget of small local
authorities. That is why the tendency is to try to decrease their number in the hope of
more economic operation. This is the reason why it is necessary to prove the value of
such schools in the community, where they most often also serve as the centres of
social and cultural activities in the respective areas. Therefore it is now imperative,

more than ever before, to find a viable solution in the matters of schools of few pupils.
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
